Session Summary
Session 1 Breaking Down Walls & Small Group Introductions

This session begins with a time of group – building and introduction to sexuality. The session is based on the creation story from Genesis 1 and Psalms 139:13-16. The emphasis is that we are part of God’s good creation and our sexuality is a gift from God. 

Students are assigned small groups and set ground rules, look at their current attitudes about issues related to sexuality.  As well, there is a language exercise designed to help everyone understand and identify different types of language used in talking about sexuality.
Session 2  Guy/Girl Session & Biblical Standard Exercise 

Guy/Girl Session- Here we look at how to be a man or woman of God in a dating relationship and allow students to ask gender specific questions. 

Biblical Standard Exercise- We will look at scripture to help identify Biblical standards regarding our gift of sexuality.   Bible verses in this session includes Genesis 1:27&28a, 1 Thessalonians 4:3-6, 1 Corinthians 10:13, Hebrews 13:4, Romans 13:8-10, Romans 12:1, Matthew 6:22-23..

Session 3  Wise Choices

This is a presentation about Decision Making and Making Wise Choices. The emphasis is giving students tools for making wise decisions about the use of their God-given gift of sexuality.  Each group has a Bible study based on 1 Corinthians 13 looking specifically at verses 4-7. The seminar concludes in the Chapel with a leader sharing their story of a Christian Marriage, and a time of making a written commitment to God and themselves about God’s gift of sexuality. Other scripture used: John 10:10.

Parent’s Session 

This session includes a time with the seminar leader and small group that the students were in. Parents will hear about next steps, and receive general information about the weekend discussions, and get a look at the materials and handouts the students received over the weekend.  We will also have a time for questions.
